GLASGOW OUTCOME SCALE EXTENDED (GOSE)

Cognitive and behavioral sequelae interfere with rehabilitation efforts and negatively impact psychosocial functioning and
family relationships in survivors of TBI. This trial utilizes the Glasgow Outcome Scale-Extended (GOSE) as the primary
outcome to measure cognitive, behavioral, and disability outcomes, because of its increased sensitivity to “real world”
performance and functional changes over time.

The GOSE (Teasdale et al., 1998) is an extended version of the original 5 point GOS scale. The GOSE employs an eight-
point scale, with higher scores connoting better outcome. Categories are subdivided into upper and lower stratifications
for the outcomes of “severely disabled” (three, four), “moderately disabled” (five, six) and “good recovery” (seven, eight),
while “death” is scored as one, and “persistent vegetative state” as two.
