[Introduction to the Survey]
Every 30 seconds, Emergency Departments in the US provide life-saving care to patients with acute respiratory failure. 
Two methods commonly used to provide emergency breathing care are 1) non-invasive positive pressure ventilation (NIPPV) and 2) high flow nasal oxygen (HFNO).
